1. The partner university, which produces specialists in the fields of water supply, water treatment,
environmental and water management, is taking the responsibilities and rights in the
implementation of the project “Water Harmony — Integration of Education, Research, Innovation
and Entrepreneurship” (Water Harmony-II), project number CPEA-2015/10036.

2. The partner university confirms its’ interest in:

—  The use of the Norwegian experience in university teaching in natural and mathematical
sciences, namely in the field of water sciences to improve the quality of students;

— Convergence and harmonization of Norwegian and Eurasian learning plans;

—  Development of the freedom of people to choose the place and type of education

— Increasing internationalization of the educational process and the attractiveness of higher
education in Norway;

—  Focus on conserving one of the main natural resources for the existence of human life - water;

— Creating and using new teaching methods and materials for the teaching process;

— Create and develop a mechanism that can assure the quality of teaching and make efforts to
reach the quality assurance practices at the Norwegian partner;

— Establish a system of administrative actions involving university officials in the improvement
and introduction of advanced training programs, techniques and training methods.

3. The partner university commits itself for completion of activities and delivery of results as
provided in the Project Application CPEA-2015/10036, which is an essential part of this
Agreement.

OBLIGATIONS OF THE PARTIES

Norwegian University of Life Sciences undertakes to provide full information about the project, to
advise the directors and coordinators of the project in stages of its implementation, to report annually
on results.

Norwegian University of Life Sciences makes every effort to develop educational contacts among
students as well as teachers and managers of the partner university.

Norwegian University of Life Sciences undertakes to conduct lectures and practical classes with
students of the partner university on a high scientific and methodological level, which corresponds
to the level of teaching in a Norwegian university

Norwegian University of Life Sciences shall prepare and provide methodical and educational
materials for partner universities.

Norwegian University of Life Sciences will participate in the preparation and publication of a new
textbook for students in English and national languages for the teaching in partner universities.

From the partner universities:
The partner university agrees to fully and timely complete project activities and to inform the
Norwegian partner on outcomes.
The partner university agrees to participate in project meetings and project workshops as defined
in the project document subject to any changes jointly agreed by the partners, and will delegate for
this activity its representative(s).
The partner university agrees to take part in writing a textbook on water management & treatment,
its translation into national languages of instruction and include this as a reference or compulsory
literature in their teaching plans.
The partner university is committed to contribute in writing handbooks/guidelines on graduate
supervision, entrepreneurship/innovation, their translation into national languages of instruction
and will introduce the use of new educational materials.
The partner university agrees to contribute to one special edition of indexed international scientific
journal and one research paper collection.
The partner university agrees to contribute to 5 joint online courses (e-learning modules) and
include developed courses to its learning system by presenting and administration of the courses
via their own portals.
The partner university undertakes to arrange at least 3 student placements and establish at least 3
research collaborations with industrial partners as well as properly document these activities.
The partner university agrees to adopt the double diploma frame with Norwegian University of
Life sciences if applicable.
The partner university will help students, teachers and leaders of the university to take part in
conferences, seminars, job fairs, career days, workshops on the project.
The partner university intends to contribute to the gender equality in all student mobility
programs.

FINANCIAL OBLIGATIONS OF THE PARTIES

The parties agree that the funding of the project and its parts will be discussed openly and shared

with all participants.
Funding for each activity is stated in the Budget of the project, which is an essential part of this

Agreement (Appendix I).

VALIDITY OF THE AGREEMENT

This partnership agreement is in force for five (5) years after its signing. If the partner university wish
to terminate this agreement, he must announce its decision no later than three (3) months before the
desired date. However, this becomes possible only with the approval of the project leaders from all
participating universities, and after all the obligations assumed as the project implementation and
financial costs.

Agreement is in four (4) pages, including 1 appendix, in English and Russian languages.
